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Did a Hamilton police video posted on popular video-
sharing website YouTube identify a killer? No, say 
homicide investigators, but theyʼre sure it helped.

In a groundbreaking move that caught the imagination 
of the worldʼs media, Hamilton detectives uploaded 
surveillance video onto YouTube showing a man they 
believe murdered Ryan Milner, 22, of Grimsby, a 
month ago. Milner was stabbed to death in a down-

town parking lot Nov. 17 
after attending a Sean Price 
hip-hop concert in Club Sev-
enty-Seven on King William 
Street.

The homicide team used 
the traditional investigative 
techniques, then did some-
thing completely original 
-- they posted a security 
video clip from the club on 
YouTube and asked for help 

identifying the suspect. On Dec. 6, they uploaded the 
72-second movie showing a man wearing a baseball 
cap with the word JOKER on the front going into 
Club Seventy-Seven.

Thirteen days later, George Gallo, 24, arrived at police 
headquarters with his lawyer and turned himself in. 
He has been charged with second-degree murder and 
attempted murder.

Unfortunately, James  ̓body was 
found two days after his family was rescued.

Experts claim that such tragedies would be reduced 
if cell coverage were enhanced in remote areas.  
However, coverage far off the highway is not eco-
nomically feasible.
