Consumers and businesses will be paying a lot
more for their recordable media next January
if the Canadian Private Copying Collective has
its way, and you now have less than a week to
do something about it.

The CPCC has applied to the Copyright Board
of Canada to almost triple its levy on blank CD-
R and CD-RW disks (to $0.59 per disk!), and to
extract a new levy from buyers of removable
memory cards, micro hard drives and recordable
DVD media. It also wants to raise the levy on
audio cassettes.  Since the levy is collected by
the CPCC from manufacturers and importers,
this means that resellers of these items will be
faced with considerably higher costs, as will their
customers.
