Thousands of complaints against 
telemarketers have been lodged 
by Canadians since the launch 
of the Do Not Call list, but few 
companies have been penalized 
by the CRTC, leading some to 
question the effectiveness of the national list.

Privacy activists across Canada, last week, applauded 
the proposal of a new anti-spam bill presented to 
the House of Commons, which would penalize the 
distributors and facilitators of spam.

But the bill had a couple of surprise clauses tacked on 
the end, affecting dinner-time phone conversations, 
rather than mid-morning Inbox overload.

Those who inspected the bill closely found the þnal 
few pages of the Electronic Commerce Protection Act 
might eliminate Canadaõs six-month-old Do Not Call 
list.

Worldwide piracy rates rose from 38 per cent of 
software in business and home computers in 2007 
to 41 per cent in 2008 despite successes in þghting 
piracy in China and Russia, according to the study 
done by market researcher IDC for the BSA.
